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(b) As required by section 3010 of the Supplemental Appropriations Act, 2010 (Pub. L. 111-
212), all information posted in FAPIIS on or after April 15, 2011, except past performance
reviews, will be publicly available. FAPIIS consists of two segments—
(1) The non-public segment, into which Government officials and the Contractor post
information, which can only be viewed by—

(i) Government personnel and authorized users performing business on behalf of the
Government; or

(i) The Contractor, when viewing data on itself; and

(2) The publicly-available segment, to which all data in the non-public segment of FAPIIS is
automatically transferred after a waiting period of 14 calendar days, except for—

(i) Past performance reviews required by subpart 42.15;
(i) Information that was entered prior to April 15, 2011; or

(i) Information that is withdrawn during the 14-calendar-day waiting period by the
Government official who posted it in accordance with paragraph (c)(1) of this clause.
(c) The Contractor will receive notification when the Government posts new information to the
Contractor’s record.

(1) If the Contractor asserts in writing within 7 calendar days, to the Government official
who posted the information, that some of the information posted to the non-public segment of
FAPIIS is covered by a disclosure exemption under the Freedom of Information Act, the
Government official who posted the information must within 7 calendar days remove the posting
from FAPIIS and resolve the issue in accordance with agency Freedom of Information
procedures, prior to reposting the releasable information. The contractor must cite 52.209-9 and
request removal within 7 calendar days of the posting to FAPIIS.

(2) The Contractor will also have an opportunity to post comments regarding information
that has been posted by the Government. The comments will be retained as long as the
associated information is retained, i.e., for a total period of 6 years. Contractor comments will
remain a part of the record unless the Contractor revises them.

(4) Retain and continue to maintain depreciation and amortization schedules based on the
asset records maintained before each Contractor ownership change.

(c) The Contractor shall include the substance of this clause in all subcontracts under this
contract that meet the applicability requirement of FAR 15.408(Kk).

1.4 52.216-18 ORDERING (OCT 1995)

(a) Any supplies and services to be furnished under this contract shall be ordered by issuance
of delivery orders or task orders by the individuals or activities designated in the Schedule. Such
orders may be issued from the effective date of this contract through five years thereafter.

When the Government requires supplies or services covered by this
contract in an amount of less than $10,000, the Government is not obligated to purchase, nor is
the Contractor obligated to furnish, those supplies or services under the contract.
(b) Maximum order. The Contractor is not obligated to honor—

(1) Any order for a single item in excess of $125,000,000;

(2) Any order for a combination of items in excess of $125,000,000; or
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(3) A series of orders from the same ordering office within 30 days that together call for
guantities exceeding the limitation in paragraph (b)(1) or (2) of this section.
(c) If this is a requirements contract (i.e., includes the Requirements clause at
subsection 52.216-21 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR)), the Government is not
required to order a part of any one requirement from the Contractor if that requirement exceeds
the maximume-order limitations in paragraph (b) of this section.
(d) Notwithstanding paragraphs (b) and (c) of this section, the Contractor shall honor any order
exceeding the maximum order limitations in paragraph (b), unless that order (or orders) is
returned to the ordering office within 7 days after issuance, with written notice stating the
Contractor’s intent not to ship the item (or items) called for and the reasons. Upon receiving this
notice, the Government may acquire the supplies or services from another source.

1.6 52.216-22 INDEFINITE QUANTITY (OCT 1995)

(a) This is an indefinite-quantity contract for the supplies or services specified, and effective for
the period stated, in the Schedule. The quantities of supplies and services specified in the
Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract.

(b) Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance
with the Ordering clause. The Contractor shall furnish to the Government, when and if ordered,
the supplies or services specified in the Schedule up to and including the quantity designated in
the Schedule as the “maximum.” The Government shall order at least the quantity of supplies or
services designated in the Schedule as the “minimum.”

(c) Except for any limitations on quantities in the Order Limitations clause or in the Schedule,
there is no limit on the number of orders that may be issued. The Government may issue orders
requiring delivery to multiple destinations or performance at multiple locations.

(d) Any order issued during the effective period of this contract and not completed within that
period shall be completed by the Contractor within the time specified in the order. The contract
shall govern the Contractor’s and Government'’s rights and obligations with respect to that order
to the same extent as if the order were completed during the contract’s effective period;
provided, that the Contractor shall not be required to make any deliveries under this contract
after one (1) year from the end of the contract’s effective ordering period.

1.7 52.219-9 SMALL BUSINESS SUBCONTRACTING PLAN (DEVIATION) (OCT 2014) —
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ALTERNATE Il (OCT 2001)

(a) This clause does not apply to small business concerns.
(b) Definitions. As used in this clause—

“Alaska Native Corporation (ANC)” means any Regional Corporation, Village Corporation,
Urban Corporation, or Group Corporation organized under the laws of the State of Alaska in
accordance with the Alaska Native Claims Settlement Act, as amended (43 U.S.C. 1601, et
seq.) and which is considered a minority and economically disadvantaged concern under the
criteria at 43 U.S.C. 1626(e)(1). This definition also includes ANC direct and indirect subsidiary
corporations, joint ventures, and partnerships that meet the requirements of 43 U.S.C. 1626

(€)(2).

“Commercial item” means a product or service that satisfies the definition of commercial item in
section 2.101 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation.

“Commercial plan” means a subcontracting plan (including goals) that covers the Offeror’s fiscal
year and that applies to the entire production of commercial items sold by either the entire
company or a portion thereof (e.g., division, plant, or product line).

“Electronic Subcontracting Reporting System (eSRS)” means the Governmentwide, electronic,
web-based system for small business subcontracting program reporting. The eSRS is located at
http://www.esrs.gov.

“Indian tribe” means any Indian tribe, band, group, pueblo, or community, including native
villages and native groups (including corporations organized by Kenai, Juneau, Sitka, and
Kodiak) as defined in the Alaska Native Claims Settlement Act (43 U.S.C.A. 1601 et seq.), that
is recognized by the Federal Government as eligible for services from the Bureau of Indian
Affairs in accordance with 25 U.S.C. 1452(c). This definition also includes Indian-owned
economic enterprises that meet the requirements of 25 U.S.C. 1452(e).

“Individual contract plan” means a subcontracting plan that covers the entire contract period
(including option periods), applies to a specific contract, and has goals that are based on the
Offeror’s planned subcontracting in support of the specific contract except that indirect costs
incurred for common or joint purposes may be allocated on a prorated basis to the contract.

“Master plan” means a subcontracting plan that contains all the required elements of an
individual contract plan, except goals, and may be incorporated into individual contract plans,
provided the master plan has been approved.

“Subcontract” means any agreement (other than one involving an employer-employee
relationship) entered into by a Federal Government prime Contractor or subcontractor calling for
supplies or services required for performance of the contract or subcontract.

(c) Proposals submitted in response to this solicitation shall include a subcontracting plan that
separately addresses subcontracting with small business, veteran-owned small business,
service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged
business, and women-owned small business concerns. If the offeror is submitting an individual
contract plan, the plan must separately address subcontracting with small business, veteran-
owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small
business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns with a
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separate part for the basic contract and separate parts for each option (if any). The plan shall be
included in and made a part of the resultant contract. The subcontracting plan shall be
negotiated within the time specified by the Contracting Officer. Failure to submit and negotiate a
subcontracting plan shall make the offeror ineligible for award of a contract.

(d) The Offeror’s subcontracting plan shall include the following:

(1) Goals, expressed in terms of percentages of total planned subcontracting dollars, for
the use of small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-
owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and
women-owned small business concerns as subcontractors. The offeror shall include all
subcontracts that contribute to contract performance, and may include a proportionate
share of products and services that are normally allocated as indirect costs. In
accordance with 43 U.S.C. 1626:

(i) Subcontracts awarded to an ANC or Indian tribe shall be counted towards the
subcontracting goals for small business and small disadvantages business (SDB)
concerns, regardless of the size or Small Business Administration certification
status of the ANC or Indian tribe.

(i) Where one or more subcontractors are in the subcontract tier between the
prime contractor and the ANC or Indian tribe, the ANC or Indian tribe shall
designate the appropriate contractor(s) to count the subcontract towards its small
business and small disadvantaged business subcontracting goals.

(A) In most cases, the appropriate Contractor is the Contractor that
awarded the subcontract to the ANC or Indian tribe.

(B) If the ANC or Indian tribe designates more than one Contractor to
count the subcontract toward its goals, the ANC or Indian tribe shall
designate only a portion of the total subcontract award to each
Contractor. The sum of the amounts designated to various Contractors
cannot exceed the total value of the subcontract.

(C) The ANC or Indian tribe shall give a copy of the written designation to
the Contracting Officer, the prime Contractor, and the subcontractors in
between the prime Contractor and the ANC or Indian tribe within 30 days
of the date of the subcontract award.

(D) If the Contracting Officer does not receive a copy of the ANC’s or the
Indian tribe’s written designation within 30 days of the subcontract award,
the Contractor that awarded the subcontract to the ANC or Indian tribe
will be considered the designated Contractor.

(2) A statement of—

(i) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted for an individual contract plan; or the
Offeror’s total projected sales, expressed in dollars, and the total value of
projected subcontracts to support the sales for a commercial plan;

(i) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to small business concerns
(including ANC and Indian tribes);
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(iii) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to veteran-owned small business
concerns;

(iv) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to service-disabled veteran-owned
small business;

(v) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to HUBZone small business
concerns;

(vi) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to small disadvantaged business
concerns (including ANCs and Indian tribes); and

(vii) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to women-owned small business
concerns.

(3) A description of the principal types of supplies and services to be subcontracted, and
an identification of the types planned for subcontracting to --

(i) Small business concerns,
(if) Veteran-owned small business concerns;
(i) Service-disabled veteran-owned small business concerns;

(iv) HUBZone small business concerns;
(v) Small disadvantaged business concerns, and
(vi) Women-owned small business concerns.

(4) A description of the method used to develop the subcontracting goals in paragraph
(d)(1) of this clause.

(5) A description of the method used to identify potential sources for solicitation
purposes (e.g., existing company source lists, the Central Contractor Registration
database (CCR), veterans service organizations, the National Minority Purchasing
Council Vendor Information Service, the Research and Information Division of the
Minority Business Development Agency in the Department of Commerce, or small,
HUBZone, small disadvantaged, and women-owned small business trade associations).
A firm may rely on the information contained in CCR as an accurate representation of a
concern’s size and ownership characteristics for the purposes of maintaining a small,
veteran-owned small, service-disabled veteran-owned small, HUBZone small, small
disadvantaged, and women-owned small business source list. Use of CCR as its source
list does not relieve a firm of its responsibilities (e.g., outreach, assistance, counseling,
or publicizing subcontracting opportunities) in this clause.

(6) A statement as to whether or not the offeror included indirect costs in establishing
subcontracting goals, and a description of the method used to determine the
proportionate share of indirect costs to be incurred with --

(i) Small business concerns (including ANC and Indian tribes);
(i) Veteran-owned small business concerns;

(iii) Service-disabled veteran-owned small business concerns;
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(iv) HUBZone small business concerns;

(v) Small disadvantaged business concerns (including ANC and Indian tribes);
and

(vi) Women-owned small business concerns.

(7) The name of the individual employed by the offeror who will administer the Offeror’s
subcontracting program, and a description of the duties of the individual.

(8) A description of the efforts the offeror will make to assure that small business,
veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business,
HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small
business concerns have an equitable opportunity to compete for subcontracts.

(9) Assurances that the offeror will include the clause of this contract entitled “Utilization
of Small Business Concerns” in all subcontracts that offer further subcontracting
opportunities, and that the offeror will require all subcontractors (except small business
concerns) that receive subcontracts in excess of $650,000 ($1.5 million for construction
of any public facility with further subcontracting possibilities) to adopt a plan similar to the
plan that complies with the requirements of this clause.

(10) Assurances that the offeror will --
(i) Cooperate in any studies or surveys as may be required;

(if) Submit periodic reports so that the Government can determine the extent of
compliance by the offeror with the subcontracting plan;

(i) Submit the Individual Subcontracting Report (ISR) and/or the Summary
Subcontract Report (SSR), in accordance with the paragraph (l) of this clause
using the Electronic Subcontracting Reporting System (eSRS) at
http://www.esrs.gov . The reports shall provide information on subcontract
awards to small business concerns (including ANCs and Indian tribes that are not
small businesses), veteran-owned small business concerns, service-disabled
veteran-owned small business concerns, HUBZone small business concerns,
small disadvantaged business concerns (including ANCs and Indian tribes that
have not been certified by the Small Business Administration as small
disadvantaged businesses), women-owned small business concerns, and for
NASA only, Historically Black Colleges and Universities and Minority Institutions.
Reporting shall be in accordance with this clause, or as provided in agency
regulations;

(iv) Ensure that its subcontractors with subcontracting plans agree to submit the
ISR and/or the SSR using eSRS;

(v) Provide its prime contract number, its DUNS number, and the e-mail address
of the Offeror’s official responsible for acknowledging receipt of or rejecting the
ISRs, to all first-tier subcontractors with subcontracting plans so they can enter
this information into the eSRS when submitting their ISRs; and

(vi) Require that each subcontractor with a subcontracting plan provide the prime
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contract number, its own DUNS number, and the e-mail address of the
subcontractor’s official responsible for acknowledging receipt of or rejecting the
ISRs, to its subcontractors with subcontracting plans.

(11) A description of the types of records that will be maintained concerning procedures
that have been adopted to comply with the requirements and goals in the plan, including
establishing source lists; and a description of the Offeror’s efforts to locate small
business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small
business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned
small business concerns and award subcontracts to them. The records shall include at
least the following (on a plant-wide or company-wide basis, unless otherwise indicated):

(i) Source lists (e.g., CCR), guides, and other data that identify small business,
veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business,
HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned
small business concerns.

(if) Organizations contacted in an attempt to locate sources that are small
business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small
business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, or women-
owned small business concerns.

(iif) Records on each subcontract solicitation resulting in an award of more than
$150,000, indicating --

(A) Whether small business concerns were solicited and if not, why not;

(B) Whether veteran-owned small business concerns were solicited and,
if not, why not;

(C) Whether service-disabled veteran-owned small business concerns
were solicited and, if not, why not;

(D) Whether HUBZone small business concerns were solicited and, if not,
why not;

(E) Whether small disadvantaged business concerns were solicited and if
not, why not;

(F) Whether women-owned small business concerns were solicited and if
not, why not; and

(G) If applicable, the reason award was not made to a small business
concern.

(iv) Records of any outreach efforts to contact --
(A) Trade associations;
(B) Business development organizations;

(C) Conferences and trade fairs to locate small, HUBZone small, small
disadvantaged, and women-owned small business sources; and
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(D) Veterans service organizations.

(v) Records of internal guidance and encouragement provided to buyers through

(A) Workshops, seminars, training, etc., and

(B) Monitoring performance to evaluate compliance with the program’s
requirements.

(vi) On a contract-by-contract basis, records to support award data submitted by
the offeror to the Government, including the name, address, and business size of
each subcontractor. Contractors having commercial plans need not comply with
this requirement.

(e) In order to effectively implement this plan to the extent consistent with efficient contract
performance, the Contractor shall perform the following functions:

(1) Assist small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-
owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and
women-owned small business concerns by arranging solicitations, time for the
preparation of bids, quantities, specifications, and delivery schedules so as to facilitate
the participation by such concerns. Where the Contractor’s lists of potential small
business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small
business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned
small business subcontractors are excessively long, reasonable effort shall be made to
give all such small business concerns an opportunity to compete over a period of time.

(2) Provide adequate and timely consideration of the potentialities of small business,
veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business,
HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small
business concerns in all “make-or-buy” decisions.

(3) Counsel and discuss subcontracting opportunities with representatives of small
business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small
business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned
small business firms.

(4) Confirm that a subcontractor representing itself as a HUBZone small business
concern is identified as a certified HUBZone small business concern by accessing the
SAM database or by contacting SBA.

(5) Provide notice to subcontractors concerning penalties and remedies for
misrepresentations of business status as small, veteran-owned small business,
HUBZone small, small disadvantaged or women-owned small business for the purpose
of obtaining a subcontract that is to be included as part or all of a goal contained in the
Contractor’s subcontracting plan.

(6) For all competitive subcontracts over the simplified acquisition threshold in which a
small business concern received a small business preference, upon determination of the
successful subcontract offeror, the Contractor must inform each unsuccessful small
business subcontract offeror in writing of the name and location of the apparent
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successful offeror prior to award of the contract.

(f) A master plan on a plant or division-wide basis that contains all the elements required by
paragraph (d) of this clause, except goals, may be incorporated by reference as a part of the
subcontracting plan required of the offeror by this clause; provided --

(1) The master plan has been approved,;

(2) The offeror ensures that the master plan is updated as necessary and provides
copies of the approved master plan, including evidence of its approval, to the
Contracting Officer; and

(3) Goals and any deviations from the master plan deemed necessary by the
Contracting Officer to satisfy the requirements of this contract are set forth in the
individual subcontracting plan.

(g) A commercial plan is the preferred type of subcontracting plan for contractors furnishing
commercial items. The commercial plan shall relate to the Offeror’s planned subcontracting
generally, for both commercial and Government business, rather than solely to the Government
contract. Once the Contractor's commercial plan has been approved, the Government will not
require another subcontracting plan from the same Contractor while the plan remains in effect,
as long as the product or service being provided by the Contractor continues to meet the
definition of a commercial item. A contractor with a commercial plan shall comply with the
reporting requirements stated in paragraph (d)(10) of this clause by submitting one SSR in
eSRS for all contracts covered by its commercial plan. This report shall be acknowledged or
rejected in eSRS by the Contracting Officer who approved the plan. This report shall be
submitted within 30 days after the end of the Government’s fiscal year.

(h) Prior compliance of the offeror with other such subcontracting plans under previous
contracts will be considered by the Contracting Officer in determining the responsibility of the
offeror for award of the contract.

(i) A contract may have no more than one plan. When a modification meets the criteria in 19.702
for a plan, or an option is exercised, the goals associated with the modification or option shall be
added to those in the existing subcontract plan.

(i) Subcontracting plans are not required from subcontractors when the prime contract contains
the clause at 52.212-5, Contract Terms and Conditions Required to Implement Statutes or
Executive Orders—Commercial Iltems, or when the subcontractor provides a commercial item
subject to the clause at 52.244-6, Subcontracts for Commercial Items, under a prime contract.

(k) The failure of the Contractor or subcontractor to comply in good faith with—
(1) The clause of this contract entitled “Utilization Of Small Business Concerns;” or
(2) An approved plan required by this clause, shall be a material breach of the contract.

(I) The Contractor shall submit ISRs and SSRs using the web-based eSRS at
http://www.esrs.gov. Purchases from a corporation, company, or subdivision that is an affiliate
of the prime Contractor or subcontractor are not included in these reports. Subcontract award
data reported by prime Contractors and subcontractors shall be limited to awards made to their
immediate next-tier subcontractors. Credit cannot be taken for awards made to lower tier
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subcontractors unless the Contractor or subcontractor has been designated to receive a small
business or small disadvantaged business credit from an ANC or Indian tribe. Only subcontracts
involving performance in the United States or its outlying areas should be included in these
reports with the exception of subcontracts under a contract awarded by the State Department or
any other agency that has statutory or regulatory authority to require subcontracting plans for
subcontracts performed outside the United States and its outlying areas.

(1) ISR. This report is not required for commercial plans. The report is required for each
contract containing an individual subcontract plan.

(i) The report shall be submitted semi-annually during contract performance for
the periods ending March 31 and September 30. A report is also required for
each contract within 30 days of contract completion. Reports are due 30 days
after the close of each reporting period, unless otherwise directed by the
Contracting Officer. Reports are required when due, regardless of whether there
has been any subcontracting activity since the inception of the contract or the
previous reporting period.

(i) When a subcontracting plan contains separate goals for the basic contract
and each option, as prescribed by FAR 19.704(c), the dollar goal inserted on this
report shall be the sum of the base period through the current option; for
example, for a report submitted after the second option is exercised, the dollar
goal would be the sum of the goals for the basic contract, the first option, and the
second option.

(i) The authority to acknowledge receipt or reject the ISR resides—
(A) In the case of the prime Contractor, with the Contracting Officer; and

(B) In the case of a subcontract with a subcontracting plan, with the entity
that awarded the subcontract.

(2) SSR.
(i) Reports submitted under individual contract plans—

(A) This report encompasses all subcontracting under prime contracts
and subcontracts with the awarding agency, regardless of the dollar value
of the subcontracts.

(B) The report may be submitted on a corporate, company or subdivision
(e.g. plant or division operating as a separate profit center) basis, unless
otherwise directed by the agency.

(C) If a prime Contractor and/or subcontractor is performing work for more
than one executive agency, a separate report shall be submitted to each
executive agency covering only that agency's contracts, provided at least
one of that agency's contracts is over $650,000 (over $1.5 million for
construction of a public facility) and contains a subcontracting plan. For
DoD, a consolidated report shall be submitted for all contracts awarded
by military departments/agencies and/or subcontracts awarded by DoD
prime Contractors. However, for construction and related maintenance
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and repair, a separate report shall be submitted for each DoD component.

(D) Except for DoD, the report shall be submitted annually for the twelve
month period ending September 30. Reports are due 30 days after the
close of each reporting period. For DoD the report shall be submitted
semi-annually for the six months ending March 31 and the twelve months
ending September 30.

(E) Subcontract awards that are related to work for more than one
executive agency shall be appropriately allocated.

(F) The authority to acknowledge or reject SSRs in eSRS, including SSRs
submitted by subcontractors with subcontracting plans, resides with the
Government agency awarding the prime contracts unless stated
otherwise in the contract.

(i) Reports submitted under a commercial plan—

(A) The report shall include all subcontract awards under the commercial
plan in effect during the Government's fiscal year.

(B) The report shall be submitted annually, within thirty days after the end
of the Government's fiscal year.

(C) If a Contractor has a commercial plan and is performing work for more
than one executive agency, the Contractor shall specify the percentage of
dollars attributable to each agency from which contracts for commercial
items were received.

(D) The authority to acknowledge or reject SSRs for commercial plans
resides with the Contracting Officer who approved the commercial plan.

(End of Clause)

1.8 52.227-11 PATENT RIGHTS-OWNERSHIP BY THE CONTRACTOR (DEC 2007) as
modified by NASA FAR Supplement 1852.227-11

(a) As used in this clause—

“Invention” means any invention or discovery that is or may be patentable or otherwise
protectable under title 35 of the U.S. Code, or any variety of plant that is or may be protectable
under the Plant Variety Protection Act (7 U.S.C. 2321, et seq.)

“Made” means—

(1) When used in relation to any invention other than a plant variety, the conception or first
actual reduction to practice of the invention; or

(2) When used in relation to a plant variety, that the Contractor has at least tentatively
determined that the variety has been reproduced with recognized characteristics.
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“Nonprofit organization” means a university or other institution of higher education or an
organization of the type described in section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 (26
U.S.C. 501(c)) and exempt from taxation under section 501(a) of the Internal Revenue Code (26
U.S.C. 501(a)), or any nonprofit scientific or educational organization qualified under a State
nonprofit organization statute.

“Practical application” means to manufacture, in the case of a composition of product; to
practice, in the case of a process or method; or to operate, in the case of a machine or system;
and, in each case, under such conditions as to establish that the invention is being utilized and
that its benefits are, to the extent permitted by law or Government regulations, available to the
public on reasonable terms.

“Subject invention” means any invention of the Contractor made in the performance of work
under this contract.

(b) Contractor’s rights.

(1) Ownership. The Contractor may retain ownership of each subject invention throughout the
world in accordance with the provisions of this clause.

(2) License.

() The Contractor shall retain a nonexclusive royalty-free license throughout the world in
each subject invention to which the Government obtains title, unless the Contractor fails
to disclose the invention within the times specified in paragraph (c) of this clause. The
Contractor’s license extends to any domestic subsidiaries and affiliates within the
corporate structure of which the Contractor is a part, and includes the right to grant
sublicenses to the extent the Contractor was legally obligated to do so at contract award.
The license is transferable only with the written approval of the agency, except when
transferred to the successor of that part of the Contractor’s business to which the
invention pertains.

(ii) The Contractor’s license may be revoked or modified by the agency to the extent
necessary to achieve expeditious practical application of the subject invention in a
particular country in accordance with the procedures in FAR 27.302(i)(2) and 27.304-

1().
(c) Contractor’s obligations.

(1) The Contractor shall disclose in writing each subject invention to the Contracting Officer
within 2 months after the inventor discloses it in writing to Contractor personnel responsible for
patent matters. The disclosure shall identify the inventor(s) and this contract under which the
subject invention was made. It shall be sufficiently complete in technical detail to convey a clear
understanding of the subject invention. The disclosure shall also identify any publication, on sale
(i.e., sale or offer for sale), or public use of the subject invention, or whether a manuscript
describing the subject invention has been submitted for publication and, if so, whether it has
been accepted for publication. In addition, after disclosure to the agency, the Contractor shall
promptly notify the Contracting Officer of the acceptance of any manuscript describing the
subject invention for publication and any on sale or public use.
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(2) The Contractor shall elect in writing whether or not to retain ownership of any subject
invention by notifying the Contracting Officer within 2 years of disclosure to the agency.
However, in any case where publication, on sale, or public use has initiated the 1-year statutory
period during which valid patent protection can be obtained in the United States, the period for
election of title may be shortened by the agency to a date that is no more than 60 days prior to
the end of the statutory period.

(3) The Contractor shall file either a provisional or a nonprovisional patent application or a Plant
Variety Protection Application on an elected subject invention within 1 year after election.
However, in any case where a publication, on sale, or public use has initiated the 1-year
statutory period during which valid patent protection can be obtained in the United States, the
Contractor shall file the application prior to the end of that statutory period. If the Contractor files
a provisional application, it shall file a nonprovisional application within 10 months of the filing of
the provisional application. The Contractor shall file patent applications in additional countries or
international patent offices within either 10 months of the first filed patent application (whether
provisional or nonprovisional) or 6 months from the date permission is granted by the
Commissioner of Patents to file foreign patent applications where such filing has been
prohibited by a Secrecy Order.

(4) The Contractor may request extensions of time for disclosure, election, or filing under
paragraphs (c)(1), (c)(2), and (c)(3) of this clause.

(5) The Contractor may use whatever format is convenient to disclose subject inventions
required in subparagraph (c)(1). NASA prefers that the contractor use either the electronic or
paper version of NASA Form 1679, Disclosure of Invention and New Technology (Including
Software) to disclose subject inventions. Both the electronic and paper versions of NASA Form
1679 may be accessed at the electronic New Technology Reporting Web site
http://invention.nasa.gov.

(d) Government’s rights—

(1) Ownership. The Contractor shall assign to the agency, on written request, title to any subject
invention—

(i) If the Contractor fails to disclose or elect ownership to the subject invention within the
times specified in paragraph (c) of this clause, or elects not to retain ownership;
provided, that the agency may request title only within 60 days after learning of the
Contractor's failure to disclose or elect within the specified times.

(i) In those countries in which the Contractor fails to file patent applications within the
times specified in paragraph (c) of this clause; provided, however, that if the Contractor
has filed a patent application in a country after the times specified in paragraph (c) of this
clause, but prior to its receipt of the written request of the agency, the Contractor shall
continue to retain ownership in that country.

(i) In any country in which the Contractor decides not to continue the prosecution of any
application for, to pay the maintenance fees on, or defend in reexamination or opposition
proceeding on, a patent on a subject invention.

(2) License. If the Contractor retains ownership of any subject invention, the Government shall
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have a nonexclusive, nontransferable, irrevocable, paid-up license to practice, or have practiced
for or on its behalf, the subject invention throughout the world.

(e) Contractor action to protect the Government’s interest.

(1) The Contractor shall execute or have executed and promptly deliver to the agency all
instruments necessary to—

(i) Establish or confirm the rights the Government has throughout the world in those
subject inventions in which the Contractor elects to retain ownership; and

(i) Assign title to the agency when requested under paragraph (d) of this clause and to
enable the Government to obtain patent protection and plant variety protection for that
subject invention in any country.

(2) The Contractor shall require, by written agreement, its employees, other than clerical and
nontechnical employees, to disclose promptly in writing to personnel identified as responsible
for the administration of patent matters and in the Contractor's format, each subject invention in
order that the Contractor can comply with the disclosure provisions of paragraph (c) of this
clause, and to execute all papers necessary to file patent applications on subject inventions and
to establish the Government's rights in the subject inventions. The disclosure format should
require, as a minimum, the information required by paragraph (c)(1) of this clause. The
Contractor shall instruct such employees, through employee agreements or other suitable
educational programs, as to the importance of reporting inventions in sufficient time to permit
the filing of patent applications prior to U.S. or foreign statutory bars.

(3) The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer of any decisions not to file a
nonprovisional patent application, continue the prosecution of a patent application, pay
maintenance fees, or defend in a reexamination or opposition proceeding on a patent, in any
country, not less than 30 days before the expiration of the response or filing period required by
the relevant patent office.

(4) The Contractor shall include, within the specification of any United States nonprovisional
patent or plant variety protection application and any patent or plant variety protection certificate
issuing thereon covering a subject invention, the following statement, “This invention was made
with Government support under (identify the contract) awarded by (identify the agency). The
Government has certain rights in the invention.”

(f) Reporting on utilization of subject inventions. The Contractor shall submit, on request,
periodic reports no more frequently than annually on the utilization of a subject invention or on
efforts at obtaining utilization of the subject invention that are being made by the Contractor or
its licensees or assignees. The reports shall include information regarding the status of
development, date of first commercial sale or use, gross royalties received by the Contractor,
and other data and information as the agency may reasonably specify. The Contractor also shall
provide additional reports as may be requested by the agency in connection with any march-in
proceeding undertaken by the agency in accordance with paragraph (h) of this clause. The
Contractor also shall mark any utilization report as confidential/proprietary to help prevent
inadvertent release outside the Government. As required by 35 U.S.C. 202(c)(5), the agency will
not disclose that information to persons outside the Government without the Contractor’s
permission.
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The Contractor shall provide the Contracting Officer the following:

() Alisting every 12 months (or such longer period as the Contracting Officer may
specify) from the date of the contract, of all subject inventions required to be disclosed during
the period.

(i) A final report prior to closeout of the contract listing all subject inventions or
certifying that there were none.

(i) Upon request, the filing date, serial number and title, a copy of the patent
application, and patent number and issue date for any subject invention in any country in which
the contractor has applied for patents.

(iv) An irrevocable power to inspect and make copies of the patent application file, by
the Government, when a Federal Government employee is a coinventor.

(g) Preference for United States industry. Notwithstanding any other provision of this clause,
neither the Contractor nor any assignee shall grant to any person the exclusive right to use or
sell any subject invention in the United States unless the person agrees that any products
embodying the subject invention or produced through the use of the subject invention will be
manufactured substantially in the United States. However, in individual cases, the requirement
for an agreement may be waived by the agency upon a showing by the Contractor or its
assignee that reasonable but unsuccessful efforts have been made to grant licenses on similar
terms to potential licensees that would be likely to manufacture substantially in the United
States, or that under the circumstances domestic manufacture is not commercially feasible.

(h) March-in rights. The Contractor acknowledges that, with respect to any subject invention in
which it has retained ownership, the agency has the right to require licensing pursuant to 35
U.S.C. 203 and 210(c), and in accordance with the procedures in 37 CFR 401.6 and any
supplemental regulations of the agency in effect on the date of contract award.

(i) Special provisions for contracts with nonprofit organizations. If the Contractor is a
nonprofit organization, it shall—

(1) Not assign rights to a subject invention in the United States without the written approval of
the agency, except where an assignment is made to an organization that has as one of its
primary functions the management of inventions, provided, that the assignee shall be subject to
the same provisions as the Contractor;

(2) Share royalties collected on a subject invention with the inventor, including Federal
employee co-inventors (but through their agency if the agency deems it appropriate) when the
subject invention is assigned in accordance with 35 U.S.C. 202(e) and 37 CFR 401.10;

(3) Use the balance of any royalties or income earned by the Contractor with respect to subject
inventions, after payment of expenses (including payments to inventors) incidental to the
administration of subject inventions for the support of scientific research or education; and

(4) Make efforts that are reasonable under the circumstances to attract licensees of subject
inventions that are small business concerns, and give a preference to a small business concern
when licensing a subject invention if the Contractor determines that the small business concern
has a plan or proposal for marketing the invention which, if executed, is equally as likely to bring
the invention to practical application as any plans or proposals from applicants that are not small
business concerns; provided, that the Contractor is also satisfied that the small business

concern has the capability and resources to carry out its plan or proposal. The decision whether
to give a preference in any specific case will be at the discretion of the Contractor.

(5) Allow the Secretary of Commerce to review the Contractor’s licensing program and
decisions regarding small business applicants, and negotiate changes to its licensing policies,
procedures, or practices with the Secretary of Commerce when the Secretary’s review discloses
that the Contractor could take reasonable steps to more effectively implement the requirements
of paragraph (i)(4) of this clause.

()) Communications. Communications and information submissions required by this
clause shall be made to the individuals identified in NFS clause 1852.227-72,
Designation of New Technology Representative and Patent Representative.

(k) Subcontracts.

(1) The Contractor shall include the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (k), in all
subcontracts for experimental, developmental, or research work to be performed by a small
business concern or nonprofit organization.

(2) The Contractor shall include the clause in the NASA FAR Supplement at 1852.227-70, New
Technology, suitably modified to identify the parties, in all subcontracts, regardless of tier, for
experimental, developmental, research, design, or engineering work to be performed by other
than a small business firm or nonprofit organization.

(3) At all tiers, the patent rights clause must be modified to identify the parties as follows:
references to the Government are not changed, and the subcontractor has all rights and
obligations of the Contractor in the clause. The Contractor shall not, as part of the consideration
for awarding the subcontract, obtain rights in the subcontractor’s subject inventions.

(4) In subcontracts, at any tier, the agency, the subcontractor, and the Contractor agree that the
mutual obligations of the parties created by this clause constitute a contract between the
subcontractor and the agency with respect to the matters covered by the clause; provided,
however, that nothing in this paragraph is intended to confer any jurisdiction under the Contract
Disputes Act in connection with proceedings under paragraph (h) of this clause.

(End of clause)

1.9 52.227-14 RIGHTS IN DATA-GENERAL (MAY 2014)—ALTERNATE Il (DEC 2007) AND
ALTERNATE Ill (DEC 2007) as modified by NASA FAR Supplement 1852.227-14 (APR
2015)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause-

"Computer database" or "database means" a collection of recorded information in a form
capable of, and for the purpose of, being stored in, processed, and operated on by a computer.
The term does not include computer software.

"Computer software"-

(1) Means
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(i) Computer programs that comprise a series of instructions, rules, routines, or statements,
regardless of the media in which recorded, that allow or cause a computer to perform a specific
operation or series of operations; and

(i) Recorded information comprising source code listings, design details, algorithms, processes,
flow charts, formulas, and related material that would enable the computer program to be
produced, created, or compiled.

(2) Does not include computer databases or computer software documentation.

"Computer software documentation" means owner's manuals, user's manuals, installation
instructions, operating instructions, and other similar items, regardless of storage medium, that
explain the capabilities of the computer software or provide instructions for using the software.

"Data" means recorded information, regardless of form or the media on which it may be
recorded. The term includes technical data and computer software. The term does not include
information incidental to contract administration, such as financial, administrative, cost or
pricing, or management information.

"Form, fit, and function data" means data relating to items, components, or processes that are
sufficient to enable physical and functional interchangeability, and data identifying source, size,
configuration, mating and attachment characteristics, functional characteristics, and
performance requirements. For computer software it means data identifying source, functional
characteristics, and performance requirements but specifically excludes the source code,
algorithms, processes, formulas, and flow charts of the software.

"Limited rights" means the rights of the Government in limited rights data as set forth in the
Limited Rights Notice of paragraph (g)(3) if included in this clause.

"Limited rights data" means data, other than computer software, that embody trade secrets or
are commercial or financial and confidential or privileged, to the extent that such data pertain to
items, components, or processes developed at private expense, including minor modifications.

"Restricted computer software" means computer software developed at private expense and
that is a trade secret, is commercial or financial and confidential or privileged, or is copyrighted
computer software, including minor modifications of the computer software.

"Restricted rights,” as used in this clause, means the rights of the Government in restricted
computer software, as set forth in a Restricted Rights Notice of paragraph (g) if included in this
clause, or as otherwise may be provided in a collateral agreement incorporated in and made
part of this contract, including minor modifications of such computer software.

"Technical data" means recorded information (regardless of the form or method of the
recording) of a scientific or technical nature (including computer databases and computer
software documentation). This term does not include computer software or financial,
administrative, cost or pricing, or management data or other information incidental to contract
administration. The term includes recorded information of a scientific or technical nature that is
included in computer databases (See 41 U.S.C. 403(8)).

"Unlimited rights" means the rights of the Government to use, disclose, reproduce, prepare
derivative works, distribute copies to the public, and perform publicly and display publicly, in any
manner and for any purpose, and to have or permit others to do so.
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(b) Allocation of rights.
(1) Except as provided in paragraph (c) of this clause, the Government shall have unlimited
rights in-

(i) Data first produced in the performance of this contract;
(i) Form, fit, and function data delivered under this contract;

(i) Data delivered under this contract (except for restricted computer software) that constitute
manuals or instructional and training material for installation, operation, or routine maintenance
and repair of items, components, or processes delivered or furnished for use under this
contract; and

(iv) All other data delivered under this contract unless provided otherwise for limited rights data
or restricted computer software in accordance with paragraph (g) of this clause.

(2) The Contractor shall have the right to-

(i) Assert copyright in data first produced in the performance of this contract to the extent
provided in paragraph (c)(1) of this clause;

(ii) Use, release to others, reproduce, distribute, or publish any data first produced or specifically
used by the Contractor in the performance of this contract, unless provided otherwise in
paragraph (d) of this clause;

(iif) Substantiate the use of, add, or correct limited rights, restricted rights, or copyright notices
and to take other appropriate action, in accordance with paragraphs (e) and (f) of this clause;
and

(iv) Protect from unauthorized disclosure and use those data that are limited rights data or
restricted computer software to the extent provided in paragraph (g) of this clause.

(c) Copyright-
(1) Data first produced in the performance of this contract.

(i) Unless provided otherwise in paragraph (d) of this clause, the Contractor may, without prior
approval of the Contracting Officer, assert copyright in scientific and technical articles based on
or containing data first produced in the performance of this contract and published in academic,
technical or professional journals, symposia proceedings, or similar works. The prior, express
written permission of the Contracting Officer is required to assert copyright in all other data first
produced in the performance of this contract.

(i) When authorized to assert copyright to the data, the Contractor shall affix the applicable
copyright notices of 17 U.S.C. 401 or 402, and an acknowledgment of Government sponsorship
(including contract number).

(iii) For data other than computer software, the Contractor grants to the Government, and others
acting on its behalf, a paid-up, nonexclusive, irrevocable, worldwide license in such copyrighted
data to reproduce, prepare derivative works, distribute copies to the public, and perform publicly
and display publicly by or on behalf of the Government. For computer software, the Contractor
grants to the Government, and others acting on its behalf, a paid-up, nonexclusive, irrevocable,
worldwide license in such copyrighted computer software to reproduce, prepare derivative
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works, and perform publicly and display publicly (but not to distribute copies to the public) by or
on behalf of the Government.

(2) Data not first produced in the performance of this contract. The Contractor shall not,
without the prior written permission of the Contracting Officer, incorporate in data delivered
under this contract any data not first produced in the performance of this contract unless the
Contractor-

(i) Identifies the data; and

(ii) Grants to the Government, or acquires on its behalf, a license of the same scope as set forth
in paragraph (c)(1) of this clause or, if such data are restricted computer software, the
Government shall acquire a copyright license as set forth in paragraph (g)(4) of this clause (if
included in this contract) or as otherwise provided in a collateral agreement incorporated in or
made part of this contract.

(3) Removal of copyright notices. The Government will not remove any authorized
copyright notices placed on data pursuant to this paragraph (c), and will include such notices on
all reproductions of the data.

(d) Release, publication, and use of data. The Contractor shall have the right to use, release to
others, reproduce, distribute, or publish any data first produced or specifically used by the
Contractor in the performance of this contract, except-

(1) As prohibited by Federal law or regulation (e.g., export control or national security laws
or regulations);

(2) As expressly set forth in this contract; or

(3) If the Contractor receives or is given access to data necessary for the performance of
this contract that contain restrictive markings, the Contractor shall treat the data in accordance
with such markings unless specifically authorized otherwise in writing by the Contracting Officer.

(i) The Contractor agrees not to establish claim to copyright, publish or release to others any
computer software first produced in the performance of this contract without the Contracting
Officer's prior written permission.

(i) If the Government desires to obtain copyright in computer software first produced in the
performance of this contract and permission has not been granted as set forth in paragraph
(d)(3)(i) of this clause, the Contracting Officer may direct the contractor to assert, or authorize
the assertion of, claim to copyright in such data and to assign, or obtain the assignment of, such
copyright to the Government or its designated assignee.

(iif) Whenever the word "establish" is used in this clause, with reference to a claim to copyright,
it shall be construed to mean "assert".

(e) Unauthorized marking of data.

0] Systems acquired by a contractor incidental to a contract;

(i) Imbedded information technology that is used as an integral part of the
product, but the principal function of which is not the acquisition, storage,
analysis, evaluation, manipulation, management, movement, control, display,
switching, interchange, transmission, or reception of data or information. For
example, HVAC (heating, ventilation, and air conditioning) equipment such as
thermostats or temperature control devices, and medical equipment where
information technology is integral to its operation, are not information technology

systems;
(iii) Services in support of IT systems, such as help desk services; or

(d) The Contracting Officer will provide the information referenced in paragraph (c) to the NASA
Office of the Chief Information Officer (OCIO) which will assess the risk of cyber-espionage or
sabotage and make a determination if the acquisition of such system is in the national interest.
Only items so approved shall be provided under the contract.

1.20 1852.228-75 MINIMUM INSURANCE COVERAGE (OCT 1988)

The Contractor shall obtain and maintain insurance coverage as follows for the performance of
this contract:

(a) Worker's compensation and employer's liability insurance as required by applicable Federal
and state workers' compensation and occupational disease statutes. If occupational diseases
are not compensable under those statutes, they shall be covered under the employer's liability
section of the insurance policy, except when contract operations are so commingled with the
Contractor's commercial operations that it would not be practical. The employer's liability
coverage shall be at least $100,000, except in States with exclusive or monopolistic funds that
do not permit workers' compensation to be written by private carriers.

(b) Comprehensive general (bodily injury) liability insurance of at least $500,000 per occurrence.

(c) Motor vehicle liability insurance written on the comprehensive form of policy which provides
for bodily injury and property damage liability covering the operation of all motor vehicles used
in connection with performing the contract. Policies covering motor vehicles operated in the
United States shall provide coverage of at least $200,000 per person and $500,000 per
occurrence for bodily injury liability and $20,000 per occurrence for property damage. The
amount of liability coverage on other policies shall be commensurate with any legal
requirements of the locality and sufficient to meet normal and customary claims.

(d) Comprehensive general and motor vehicle liability policies shall contain a provision worded
as follows:

"The insurance company waives any right of subrogation against the United States of America
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which may arise by reason of any payment under the policy."

(e) When aircraft are used in connection with performing the contract, aircraft public and
passenger liability insurance of at least $200,000 per person and $500,000 per occurrence for
bodily injury, other than passenger liability, and $200,000 per occurrence for property damage.
Coverage for passenger liability bodily injury shall be at least $200,000 multiplied by the number
of seats or passengers, whichever is greater.
